The Faces of Hopewell

(Collaborative Mural Project)

The goal of this project was to create a large scale work of art to commemorate the 100th Anniversary of Hopewell Avenue PS.  The guiding concept was to document the population during the 2009/2010 school year.  

Each student created his/her work of art by creating a representation of themselves either through portraiture, inner-portraiture, or as an interpretation of themselves. Once complete, the remaining spaces were then occupied by as many staff members as possible. Each contribution exists within a primary or secondary colour. As a link to the symbolism associated with the energy of the rainbow, the design makes reference to the following meanings:

Red: Success 

Orange: Creativity

Yellow: Happiness

Green: Growth

Blue: Understanding

Violet: Wisdom

The black and white pattern invites the viewer to interact with the work of art. With a number and lettering system integrated within the overall design, students and staff are able to locate and identify the exact positioning of their contribution within the collective design. In all, there are 162 squares per panel, for a total of 972 works of art.

For the centennial celebration of Hopewell Avenue PS, “The Faces of Hopewell” becomes a visual mosaic of the variety of grades, ages, and cultures while documenting the population of 2009/2010.
