Susan Miller – also running for trustee. Visiting schools putting name forward hoping for support.  
Presentation by SRO Judith Drover-Janes

· Many kids came home with big questions about cyber bullying and we wanted a summary of the talk to kids.
· Online is fantastic but so many pit falls and flaws.
· Physical, Verbal typical bullying has been around for a long time and Internet bullying is new.
· Main points- Internet safety. Facebook, MSN, Youtube.
· As parents we are responsible for our child’s activity on the net. 
· Where is your computer?  It should be out of the bedroom. In shared area. Parents should know who their children are chatting with and what is being said. Only chat with people you know as it has happened that 40 year olds pose online as 14 year olds.
· Do not give your personal information to strangers anyone online. Use the example of meeting someone on you street. 
· Age 13 is the minimum age for  a Facebook account. Terms say no bullying. 
· If the SRO is contacted, a print out is provided of  the message content. Information deleted is always there. You think it is gone but it is not. 
· SROs are on Facebook. Have false accounts and are probing and chatting to find drug dealers and prostitutes.
· Set privacy settings so only friends can see your pictures.
· 1300 friends is crazy, do they really know that many people.
· Communicate with the kids and explain that there is a responsibility that goes with using the internet. Set consequences for misuse.
· You need to know where your kids are online just like when they are out in the world.

· Treat it like a face to face meeting. All the same things apply as stranger danger. 
· Sexting and texting. Same rules apply. If you wouldn’t say something face to face with a parent standing there then don’t do it
· Cell phones in lock down are no no. They need to be listening to teacher and announcements. 
· Having the computer in a family space gets harder as they get older due  i-Touch and personal laptops.
· It is about education and communication. 
· Be proactive not reactive. 
Principals Report
Staffing: The organizational chart is official for now but it could change up until September. Still trying to unsplit a grade ¾ class. The English numbers are declining and less are coming in from other schools due to a shrunk catchment area. New male teacher for Junior division. 
Action: Nicole to send the current org. to Neal.
· Nicole likes split classes. There is no research that shows any difference in learning. Upper grouping is good for peer teaching.  No splits in intermediate division.
· Hopewell will be in the last wave of full day kindergarten implementation.
· Room 110 will not be a homeroom classroom next year so opens up for DPA and drama.
· Dr.  McKinnely in again working with the teachers and Jean Rennie is working with them on numeracy.
· Sent a letter to intermediate parents to answer questions regarding off property lunch issues for the 7&8s. Received 8 or 9 emails to not change off property days next year and 2 is more than enough. Policy will stay the same for next year. 
· Still looking at changing length of nutrition breaks. Not sure if she can but trying.
· All gr. 8 teachers are going to sit with gr. 9 teachers at Glebe to see what to do about helping the students make the change to high school. Grade 9 math is the biggest stumbling block. 
· All gr. 6s were able to meet with musicians to assess instruments for next year so the kids will be ready to go in September.
· Nicole wants to hear feedback re: balanced school day.

· Faces of Hopewell – big mural- most children have participated. 
· Thank you for Gr. 7 field trip
· Door decorations: judging and best door 
· Tree planting – donation from the city
· 40 students writing for the school paper. Carleton journalism prof talking to junior journalists.

School Supplies- Mass ordering Report

· 2 companies can supply supplies. Order online and delivered to the school.
· Can also register with Staples and get a bulk discount.
· Teachers would like ability to bulk order. 
· School Start cheaper than Tools for Schools
· Common pool of supplies for the classroom is an option.
· Find out if the school can get a free kit for the common pool for every ie. 10 kits ordered.
· Order can be from an A la carte menu or there is a starter package at $21.25.
Educational Issues and Policies:
What do want Hopewell to be? Geoff and Neal want to get something concrete by year end.
The presentation provided some contextual background on Hopewell, (the catchment area, the enrollment,  the enrollment of feeder schools, the vision of Hopewell from the visioning exercise, etc.,) in order to frame the discussion of the questions we want to post for our survey.
The survey results will be presented to Council at the next meeting. (The whole purpose of the survey is to set out a position for Hopewell so that Council can be pro-active in directing the Board.)  Mutchmor did a survey similar.  You can look at Mutchmor’s survey on their website. 
Grassyard Committee Report- John Loop
· Clean Sweep the Capital at the school was a success with 12 volunteers helping out.  Arranged to have compost and mulch, topsoil will be delivered for maintenance. All planters in primary yard need fixing up and Dan Fournier will build covers out of cedar. We will buy materials and they will build for about $100.  Planter by the stairs is going to be blocked off. 
· Grassyard overall plan is being discussed with the city. Clive is supportive and recommends the city’s support. At the OSCA AGM they talked about involving the community in the yard.
